Guidance for Contributors

The British Council is preparing a publication by ELTDP teachers and would like to invite you to contribute. The volume will have a practical focus and will be written by teachers for an audience of fellow teachers, with support from mentors as required. Articles will be between 500 and 1500 words and describe development activities undertaken, illustrated with photos or other visuals and direct quotes. 
This is an excellent opportunity for ELTDP teachers to share with colleagues in Malaysia and further afield the work they have been doing as part of the project.

We hope you will consider contributing to the volume. To do so, please follow these steps:

1. Discuss with your mentor the work you have done on the project and identify something you would like to share with others. Write an outline of 200-250 words which describes what your article would be about and send this to Rachel Bowden r.bowden.eltdp@gmail.com by 15 March 2013. Please include contact details for yourself and your mentor. 
2. The proposals will be reviewed and we will then invite full articles to be submitted, with a deadline of late April. Your mentor can help you with writing the full article.  

3. Full articles will be

· Between 500 and 1500 words long 

· written for an audience of fellow teachers

· focused on a teacher development activity you have been involved in

· organized under the following headings

Title - a title which makes clear the focus of the article
Context – where the teacher development activity took place 

Focus – what topic/issue you focused on, why you were interested in this topic, and what the purpose of the activity was

Process – who was involved, what happened during the activity 

Outcomes – what you learned through the activity and what the benefits of it were to you and to others (e.g. learners, parents, schools) who were involved. You might also want to discuss some of the challenges you faced. 
Appendices – you may want to include examples of materials relevant to the activity in an appendix to your articles.
